Proceed through Alum Creek; go about 10 miles over a couple of
hills to the intersection with Rt. 3. Slight right turn onto Rt. 3. Proceed to Griffithsville.
Stay on Rt. 3 about 1 %2 miles. Sharp right turn onto Sam’s Branch. If you pass Duval
High School, you just missed the turn. Sam’s Branch is a one-lane country road. Please
be careful, as it is easy to go into a ditch. The farm is at the end of the road.
